REPORT OF THE TRUSTEES

The trustees present their report and financial statements of the Friends of IPASC Trust for the
year ended 30 June 2010.

Trust
The Friends of IPASC Trust was established on the 12 June 2002, its registered charity number is
1092413.

Objectives

To advance education and relieve sickness and poverty, in particular but not exclusively, by
supporting the work of IPASC (Institut Panafricain De Sante Communautaire), by the provision of
funds and equipment and any other exclusively charitable means as the Trustees in their absolute
discretion think fit.

Review

In financial year July 2009 to June 2010 the income received by the Trust totalled £68,578 (2009
£47,693). This was an increase over the previous year and the Trust would like to thank all those
who ran fund raising activities on behalf of the Friends of IPASC Trust or who gave financially and
in kind to the Trust.

The Trust took ownership during the year of Dr. Pat Nickson’s flat in Upton, Wirral, left to the Trust
by Pat. The Trustees have received advice as to the options available, including sale of the
property or rental. In the current climate the Trustees have decided to complete work on the flat to
bring it up to a standard suitable for renting. The work on the flat was performed during the second
half of the financial year 2010-11. The property is thought to have an approximate value of
£90,000.

The Trustees continued the agreed strategy of transferring sums raised to IPASC for their
expenditure according to the priorities of the moment within IPASC but always as part of their
three year plan. This is part of an approach focused on enabling IPASC to take more responsibility
for its own management. In order to ensure the monies were spent according to the objectives of
IPASC:

o The Trust requested regular financial reports from IPASC identifying specifically how the
Trust monies were used.

e Trustees visited IPASC on several occasions and observed the activities of IPASC

o The Trust received a copy of the audited accounts of IPASC and the annual report

The Trust continues to receive updates from IPASC Aru on progress and projects, and to benefit
from on the ground intelligence from personnel who visit Aru at no cost to the Trust. This gives
Trustees confidence in the appropriate and effective use of donated funds.

We believe we have complied with the duty in section 4 of the Charities Act 2006 to have due
regard to public benefit guidance published by the Commission.

We see the practical outworking of our objective to be:

e The raising of awareness of the work through newsletters and public presentations

e The raising and donation of funds to IPASC, Adi Hospital and ESMA

Review of Activities at IPASC Aru
The Trust is pleased to receive the Annual Report of IPASC July 2009 to June 2010. To find out
more about the work of IPASC please visit their web site at www.IPASC.net.

The following paragraphs describe some of the highlights and tangible outcomes of the work of
IPASC in Aru, which Trust Funds support.

On June 1 2010 IPASC totalled eighteen years of existence. Since its creation, IPASC has
mobilised itself to achieve its mission “to serve vulnerable communities, particularly those of the
North east of the Democratic republic of Congo (DRC), a region confronted with great challenges
such as illness, human rights violation, demography and globalisation. The majority of the
population lives below the poverty line of 2 dollars a day, with poverty appearing in the malnutrition
of between 30% and 50% of women and children. Both maternal and infant death rates remain
high while malaria continues to devastate DRC Congo.

The following show some of the achievement of activities:

e |IPASC Bunia have 121 students undertaking a degree course in Community Health

e IPASC Aru have 43 pupils training for a diploma in Community Nursing and Midwifery

o 27,464 teenagers and parents have benefited increased awareness around reproductive
health

e 7,490 people at risk of HIV/Aids have received health awareness work

e 2316 people were tested for HIV with 429 testing positive

e 274 new cases of People Living with HIV/Aids (PLWA) have benefited from appropriate
medical care

e 769 PLWA have been visited at home

e 5,507 victims of sexual violence have been provided with appropriate psychological and
medical care

e 163 cases of fistulas have been repaired
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
